· Describe the referral process for lung transplant evaluation.

· Describe transplant evaluation criteria and the roles of the multidisciplinary team members.

· Discuss the care and follow-up during the pre-transplant period, including psychological and financial risk factors.
· Review the selection committee process, including donor/recipient matching, allocation of organs, and waiting time information.
